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WILLIAM HENRY McCARTY (AKA William
H. Bonney); known to the world as Billy the
Kid, has finally been brought to justice by
_tawman Pat Garrett.

Wanted for murder, theft, and rustling,
McCarty had evaded many traps and am-
bushes, and was often rumored to have an
animal-like instinct warning him of danger.

! Yet, rumor had not kept him from eventual

. capture and jailing in Mesilla.

- After only a single day of deliberation at
court, McCarty was convicted of murdering
Sheriff William Brady. On April 13,
1881; the honorable Judge Warren Bristol
sentenced him to hang in one month’s time.

Transported to Lincoln for his execution,
McCarty was kept under guard by James Bell
and Robert Ollinger in the building known
as “the House” before the Lincoln County
. War. Yet, on April 28, he somehow managed
i+ to escape, Killing both of his guards.

It.is widely believed that a friend or
“Regulator sympathizer had hidden a

pistol in the privy that McCarty was
escorted to daily. McCarty shot Bell
with the pistol from the top of a flight
of stairs in “the House.” After that, he
stole Ollinger’s 10-gauge double-barrel
shotgun and waited for his other captor
to return. McCarty then shot Ollinger as
he paused from running across the street
upon hearing McCarty call, “Hello, Bob”
from his window.

“The Kid” was back on the run and Garrett
took his escape as a personal shot to his
pride. On July 14, Garret’s search brought
him to the home of McCarty’s friend,
Pete Maxwell in Old Fort Sumner. While
Garret questioned Maxwell in his darkened
bedroom,-McCarty unexpectedly entered
the room. Not recognizing his pursuer
in the poor lighting conditions, McCarty
asked, “Quien es? Quien es?” (Spanish
for “Who is it? Who is it?”), to which
Garrett responded with two shots from his
revolver. The first shot hit McCarty in the
heart. The second went astray.
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
